SHED FLOOR: Setting Shed Base

1a. Secure the floor sections together by screwing the floor bearers
at each end where they meet as shown in diagram 1a.

1b. Unlike this example, some shed starts off with a smaller floor panel.
With some other sizes, you will begin with a 4ft Floor Panel in the middle,
and the smaller Floor Panel (2ft or 3ft) will be at the very left or right of
the build. Check the floor plan to the left if needed.

Timber is a naturally grown product and may shrink and warp when dried out, timber is a porous
material which can absorb water. Although all of our buildings come pressure treated we strongly x1

advise the building is re-treated with an oil/spirit based treatment inside and out to make the timber 4.0 x 38mm
water repellent and to preserve the quality and life of the product.
