SHED FLOOR: Setting Shed Base

PLEASE NOTE: All Shed Floors have the 4ft x 8ft Floor in the center.
1a. Place the Floor panels with the Frame work pointing forwards (as shown in below)
then screw together using screws provided at the end of the bearer points.

18a. Using the felt strips provided cover the edges of the roofs and ends of the roof felt. You will
need to measure these and saw to fit to your requirements and create the perfect roof finish as
shown below.

18b. Drill in the felt strips as shown on front and back of the shed to finish the roof off. Use the
framework of the roof blocks to screw the felt strips down to. The felt strips will give your shed a
neat finish for the roof and hide any overhang areas of the roof felt.
